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Welcome

Avianto Estate is an extension of the existing Avianto Wedding & Conference Venue and the integration of the Estate into its surroundings, both natural and
Architectural, is required. These Guidelines and Rules have been compiled to help you and your design team achieve that required integration. Your new
home design at Le Jardin will be reviewed by the Avianto Design Review Committee (ADRC) to ensure that it complies with this document. The ADRC
reserves the right to refuse any submission which is deemed to conflict with the Estate Guidelines. The ADRC is a sub-committee of the Le Jardin
Homeowners Association & decisions are ratified by the board of the HOA.

While these guidelines will guide you regarding form and finishes, understanding the philosophy of the existing Avianto architecture will help ensure your
new home compliments what has already been built at Avianto. We trust that you have invested here because you like what you already see and wish you
much pleasure and satisfaction in the creation of your home here with us.

Note that where the text “may” or “should” or “is encouraged” or “can be” is used the info can be viewed as a guideline.
Guidelines are also highlighted in Italics
The text "Must” and” will” and the rest of this document (other than the highlighted guidelines) are rules and must be adhered to.
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1. Architectural Style

1.1 Design Philosophy

Rooted in simplicity
The images shared in this document have been carefully selected to reflect the look and feel of what we want to see built in the Estate.

Avianto is not a copy of an Architectural Style, it simply evolved from the idea back in 1990 to build what a Southern European farmer would build in this
environment. The countryside of Europe has inspired many, including the developer, but instead of trying to produce an exact replica, it was allowed to influence
the look and feel of what was being created while primarily considering the site, solar gain and function of the buildings. What people intrinsically link into at
Avianto is the honesty presented, the careful consideration of each building being obvious. Form follows function and the most beautiful form possible in the
space provided is allowed to evolve around this function while introducing the magic of some simple symmetry.

The buildings at Avianto are very practical, cost effective to build with minimal embellishment, yet the result is stylish while beautifully honest and unpretentious.
The homes we will guide you to build should all have one underlying theme — authenticity. One of the defining elements of Avianto has always been truth and
simplicity. The same approach will apply in these guidelines and we will ask you always to return to the question — is that a functional requirement or simply
embellishment?

Going forward.

In defining how the Architectural Language for Avianto Estate could evolve it was noted that talented architects were doing exciting and beautiful work by
courageously using stark minimalist language with which to frame old classical buildings. Rather than trying to copy the old style they were drawing attention
to the classical by framing these beautiful buildings with clean minimalist extensions. These clean minimalist lines provide a surprisingly effective framework for
the existing Avianto language and the two marry well together to create a dynamic look which embraces the evolution of design and materials.

You have a choice to design solely in the old Classical style of Europe or to introduce the smooth contemporary lines of Minimalism into the Classical design. We
will share with you through this guideline how these two styles can work together.
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1.2 Contemporary Integration of Classical Forms

The reference style of Avianto is Classical European Farmhouse in plan forms and overall look. Consider the Traditional Classical Forms to be the primary forms
of your home design. The Modern Classical and/or Minimalist Form is the addition/extension’ and reads as the add-on or the link between the Traditional
Classical Forms. The Minor Classical Forms are the support elements to the Traditional Classical Forms.

The combined Modern and Minimalistic forms must not exceed 60% of the style of each dwelling.

Traditional Classical Form (PRIMARY FORM)

Tiled pitched roofs of between 17 and 20 degrees with gable ends (no exposed gable parapet walls). *Rectangular plan form with pitched roof spanning the
narrower of the plan dimension. Tall or small square window openings. Simple wrought iron balustrades. Self (sand-coloured) single-coat plaster finishes and/ or
brick reveal. Eaves on roofs with plaster corbels. Stone or brick plinths as a base to the buildings.

*Rectangular geometry similar to the golden rectangle.

Modern Classical Form (MINOR FORM)

Small sections of flat concrete roofs with parapet walls. Tall or small square window openings. Simple wrought iron balustrades. Self (sand-coloured) single-coat
plaster finishes and/ or brick reveal. These forms, when found between Traditional Classical Forms are always set back from the front of the gable end by at least

460 mm, the gable must be articulated and read as the tallest strongest element. Double Storey links must be less than two thirds the width of the smaller of the
two gables.

No modern Classical elements are allowed to be stuck onto the Traditional Classical form in the way or embellishment. A Modern Classical Form may be an
independent room or extension where not serving as a link and must never overpower the classical form.

Ground floor covered patios (which do not form part of the Traditional Classical Form) must not be a modern classical form - only Minor Classical and Minimalist
forms are allowed for this application.

Garages and or outbuildings may be designed as Modern Classical Forms.
